FOXWOODS ARBITRATION
SETTLEMENT NEWS

Sadly, all of our Local 371 members at Foxwoods were laid
off in March 2020 when the pandemic struck. According
to our union contract, they were entitled to up to 26
weeks of wages and benefits. The employer refused to
pay out the contractual severance. After pursuing
arbitration, were were able to secure nearly $1 MILLION
in back wages and benefits for our members, as well as
an additional year of recall rights! Many of our members
have been called back to work, and we hope they are all
able to return soon.
